A family in 

Holt saw her near their home and began to feed her hoping to gain her trust and 

catch her. Her hair was so long and matted, it was hard to tell her head from her 

tail. When she started limping and couldn't use her back leg, the family called 

HSWA for help. HSWA and Grendel are grateful that these kind people were 

willing to assist a helpless little dog. 

 At a local vet, it took a painstaking three hours to cut and shave her hair, and 

then worse problems became evident. Grendel's hair had twisted and matted 

around her front and back legs on her left side so that the skin had pulled up and 

away from the muscle, and she had suffered a slipped "knee cap" and severe 

sprain to her back leg. Due to the severity of her problems, it was advised to 

either put her down or take her to Veterinary Surgical Center in 

Birmingham.  There, due to the wonderful generosity and perseverance of 

Tony Ballagas, DVM, MS, and the staff, Grendel's life was saved.  Dr. Ballagas 

was able to save her damaged legs after several weeks of intensive care and 

treatment. and Grendel is now a happy, healthy girl who has found a wonderful 

forever home.
